Previous winners may not apply in the category in which they have won a prize. Contestants may enter in only one category. This application has three parts, all of which must be completed before you may compete. 1) Discuss your participation in the competition with your teacher, and plan the repertoire and preparation for it. 2) Print a hard copy of this form, complete it and have your teacher sign it.  Send this form with a non-refundable check or money order made out to Matinee Musicale for $25.00 to Theresa Langdon, c/o Indianapolis Symphony, 32 E. Washington St., Indianapolis, Indiana, 46204 by February 5, 2012. 3) BRING TWO COPIES OF YOUR MUSIC to the competition, ONE ORIGINAL AND ONE XEROX, FOR THE JUDGES. Your music must be memorized and you must provide your own accompanist. Auditions will be fifteen minutes in duration.  Audition times will be given to the first fifteen applicants in each category, and will be sent by e-mail or telephone on February 5, 2012. Winners will be notified by telephone the evening of the competition, and all participants will be notified of the winners within two days by e-mail. Prizes range from $500 to $1500. No prizes will be divided. Graduate prize- winners will be asked to perform in Indianapolis on a recital on March 23 or in October, 2012.
